Programmes provided by the SWS

SWS provide a variety of programmes focusing on:

• Supporting and strengthening families in order to enable them to effectively exercise their roles and responsibilities;

• Preventing the aggravation of conditions that might lead to family disruption, juvenile delinquency or social exclusion;

• Safeguarding the right of families and individuals to a decent standard of living and maintaining their human dignity.
Programmes include:

• Family support and preventive services, such as counselling, family guidance, home-help, child day-care, services for older family members and persons with disabilities;.0
• Income maintenance through public assistance, with special provisions for single-parent families, families with four or more children, families at high risk of dissolution, children with disabilities;
• Child protection, including specialised services for families experiencing violence, services for children who must be taken into care, as well as counselling and other social work services aiming at improving conditions and facilitating the earliest possible return of the children to their own homes (Protection services are described under Article 24 of the Report).
