Education Seminars organized by the MOEC for Parents and Legal Guardians

- A modular seminar on the education of children of migrant origin covering social and pedagogical issues and as well as the use of research in dealing with issues as the ones described;

- A series on EDC/HRE for all levels of education (pre-primary, primary and secondary) are scheduled to take place during the current academic year.  During these seminars participants are expected to be trained on issues related to EDC/HRE, make an action plan for their school, pilot it and give feedback to the team in order to exchange and improve their practices;

- Finally an optional seminar on intercultural education and education against discrimination is offered.

Additionally the courses offered to newly appointed heads of secondary schools include a 5-hour session on intercultural education, educational policy and the role of school leadership covering issues related to children of migrants, refugees and asylum seekers students in secondary schools in Cyprus. 

Every year the Cyprus Pedagogical Institute offers Conferences on issues related to intercultural education.  More explicitly, the following events financed by the EU Social Inclusion Fund related to intercultural dialogue have taken place:

-  Intensive course for teachers of Greek as a second language (February 2009);

-  Conference on teaching Greek as a second language (June 2009);

 - Intensive course on Intercultural Education with an emphasis on children of migrant origin (September 2009);

-  Conference on Intercultural Education and Peaceful Coexistence (November 2009);

 - Conference on Discrimination (Progress Program) with an emphasis on ethnic and linguistic discrimination and refugees issues (based on a Pedagogical Institute project on refugees integration in Cyprus funded by the Research Promotion Foundation) (forthcoming January 2010).
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
