Contribution of the Association of Youth with Disabilities of Montenegro for the List of Issues Prior to Reporting by the Human Rights Committee 

Article 1. 
1) In which way institute of deprivation of legal capacity affects ways of using and managing properties?  

- How many persons with disabilities were fully deprived of legal capacity? - How many persons with disabilities are under guardianship? 

2) In which way PWDs placed in institutions use and manage properties and resources? 

3) Is de jure and de facto right to social protection and adequate standard of living guaranteed for all persons with disabilities despite their gender, age, type and level of disability and other socio-demographic characteristics, in urban as well as in rural areas? Provide excerpts of the regulations which regulate specified rights. 

Article 4. 

1) Please provide information does Montenegrin legal system prescribe right and conditions for termination of pregnancy and is a potential disability of the fetus or the unborn child one of these conditions?

2) If termination of the pregnancy in the case of the possibility of a child with a disability would be born, is allowed, how many such terminations there were since the ratification of the ICCPR? 
Article 7. 
1) Provide statistical data and analyses of monitoring undertaken by the National prevention mechanism for prevention of the torture and other cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment or punishment - by the Protector of human rights and freedoms with regard to PWDs placed in institutions.

2) Please provide information if there were recorded cases of torture and other cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment or punishments, and, if it was, in which way they were prosecuted. 

3) Provide excerpts of the legal regulation by which implementation of medical and scientific experiments without consent of PWDs is banned or allowed. 

Article 9: 

1) Provide information and statistical data about number, gender, type of disability and other socio-demographical data, duration of stay of persons with disabilities placed against their consent in institutions. 

2) Does legal system allow, and, in which cases, deprivation of liberty of PWD without consultations with him/her and without his/her consent? If does, how many cases were there? What measures are envisioned to repeal legal provision that allow for forced treatment? 

3) In which way are the police and other law enforcement officials trained in dealing with persons with various kinds of disabilities, securing the correct handling/treatment of persons with disabilities in their custody? 

4) Please provide detailed information on the kind of treatment and its nature in situations where persons with disabilities are deprived of liberty and treated without full and informed consent, and further on describe what kind of safeguards are put in place to prevent abuse of the person. Please also provide information on the allowed timeframe for such treatment without full and informed consent. 

Article 14: 

1)  What kind of procedural adaptation is provided for persons with disabilities, regardless of the disability, to overcome the disability related barriers in accessing the legal court and administrative systems, for example to overcome barriers of communication (sign language, dyslexia, alternative communication, Braille, hearing loops in court rooms, etc.) and to fully participate, as direct or indirect participants? If there is any lack of accessibility, please provide information on the plan of action to reach full and equal access to justice. 

2)  Are employees of the public authorities in the justice and policy system educated to use sign language and Braille and to act according to the approach towards PWDs based on human rights, and if are, when, who were educators and how many employees had gone through it? 

Article 16/Article 26: 
1) Provide information if periodical reviewing of the decision on the full or partial denial of legal capacity of PWDs is prescribed, as well as about in which extent denial of legal capacity affects possibility to exercise civil and political rights. 

2) Please explain whether initiatives are being taken to replace substituted decision-making with regimes of supported decision-making in conformity with art. 12 of the CRPD.  

Article 17:  

1) Are procedures related to confidentiality of information related to health state, rehabilitation and disability, especially by health care institutions, implemented and if, in which way? 
Article 22/Article 25: 
1) In which way does Montenegro provide guarantees of exercising right to vote for all persons with disability, including persons deprived of their legal capacity? Please provide information on the accessibility of the polling places, materials and voting procedures and which activities and support the state will undertake to provide persons with intellectual and psychosocial disabilities to exercise their right to vote? 

2) Taking into account that managerial positions imply mandatory political participation, provide the number, education level and gender of persons with disabilities on the managerial positions in the state administration bodies and local self-government authorities, as well as in companies and institutions which were formed by state or local self-government? 

3) In which way Montenegro provide participation of persons with intellectual, mental and psychosocial disability in public life and their self-advocacy and self-representation?
Article 23:  

1) Does Montenegro provide individual support to parents with disabilities and parents of children with disabilities in order to provide parental rights and children rights and if, in which way and in which extent? 
2) Does Montenegro provide equality of PWDs and provide needed support in exercising right to family planning, adoption, foster care, child custody and using assisted reproductive technologies? 
Article 27: 
1) State the number, gender and other socio-demographic data about persons with visual and/or hearing impairments and people with speech impairments and way of acquiring literacy by them in formal education with respect of their cultural and language identity. 
2) Is cultural and language identity and sign language recognized as an official language? Which steps are taken to ensure its implementation and if so, in which act?
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
